	ELECTION OF MEETING CHAIRMAN: In the absence of the Chairman and Vice Chairman, Cllr P von Radowitz was elected as Chairman for this meeting.  This was PROPOSED by Cllr Peter Gellatly, SECONDED by Cllr Jeremy Croucher with all in favour.

	MINUTES OF THE  MEETING HELD MONDAY 7th SEPTEMBER 2009:  these were agreed as a correct record of the meeting and signed by the Chairman.

	MATTERS ARISING

164/09:156/09H:  Greening Campaign:  Cllr Croucher had now received information on this and a pack from the Environment research group at GBC.  There appeared to be some duplication between the two, and it seemed that there might be some costs to the Parish Council.  He and the Clerk would meet before the next meeting to take this further.
Agenda item:  November meeting

164/09:  167/09:  BOAT:  Ride Lane:  Cllr von Radowitz reported that this was now impassable at the top end, as logs had been placed across the lane.  She had received a letter from the British Horse Society, requesting information on any bridleways that were a problem, and she intended to take this up with them.  The Clerk would report the logs to SCC.   Cllr Wright urged the meeting to report problems as they came up, as this would facilitate discussions concerning BOATs.  
164/09:  CPRE Litter Campaign:  The Clerk had requested a litter picking package and suggested that members look at the web site:  www.stopthedrop.co.uk
165/09:  BT Payphones:  The Clerk reported that she had written to GBC asking for guidance concerning the kiosk on Farley Green which the parish council is sponsoring, and also reporting the lack of telephone in the kiosk at Brook.  She had also written to BT.
Agenda item:  November meetng.

168/09:  Cycle track from Albury to Shere:  The Clerk had spoken to the Clerk at Shere.  She had advised that, in the past, she had spoken to Highways on a number of occasions about the state of the path, but nothing had been done.  She offered the possible use of Shere's contractor for one day's work with our contractor.  Members were of the opinion that it would take much more than two man days.  The Clerk agreed to investigate further.

177/09:  Guildford Lane:  the Clerk had requested HGV warning signs.

	CLERK’S MATTERS ARISING:  the Clerk had no additional items to raise.

	POLICE MATTERS
PC N Sharpe reported as follows:

1. Country Watch would be launched in about 4 weeks time, which would be of great assistance both to police and to farmers.  The police had identified that Wednesdays and Sundays were the most common days for country type thefts, and so had targeted the area on the 23rd September.  40 police had been deployed in Waverley Borough, jointly with Sussex police, and this had resulted in three pursuits and a great reduction of crime since.  Two men from Bordon are facing prosecution.  Some thiefs had been disturbed in Bramley.  PC John Hockley was driving this forward, and funding had been identified to assign him as a Rural Affairs officer, totally dedicated to this project.  
2. Speeding:  PC Sharpe had undertaken speed checks on the A25 and outside the village hall, and will continue to do so.  About 50% of the drivers stopped were local people.  Surrey police were undertaking ‘Operation Smart’ at present, which centred around anti-social behaviour such as using mobile phones whilst driving, speeding, etc,
3. Tractors:  more had been stolen but one successful prosecution had resulted in the offender receiving an 8 years prison sentence.  Tracker devices were very effective, but were also very expensive.  
4. Car crime:  PC Sharpe distributed leaflets on car crime, which also served as a notice to put in the car advising that no valuables were in the car.  Cllr Chapman agreed to have these on the post office counter.
5. Reporting: PC Sharpe reminded the meeting to report every offence, however small.  Police resources were targeted where the highest number of calls came from.

	OPEN FORUM
1. Police:  Cllr Wright applauded the decision, at a time of financial constraints, to find the money for a dedicated rural affairs officer.  This appointment would link up with the officer in Mole Valley, making an area with proper intelligence.

2. Pegasus bus service:  Mr Lethbridge asked for information on the current situation.  Cllr Hogben advised that he had received 12 e-mails on this subject, which he had forwarded to the Chairman of Transportation at SCC, with his comments.  He confirmed that the decision had been made to stop the service.  When, initially, central government had not funded this service, SCC had taken the decision to do so themselves.  Now there was no money available to continue it and the service would close in July 2010.  Cllr Hogben advised that there is a petition regarding this on the 10 Downing Street web site, and urged everyone to sign.  The Clerk would write, and also register the Parish Council on the web site.

	COMMITTEE REPORTS

Highways and Byways

Cllr Hogben reported as follows:
1. Star Energy Grant:  a great deal of background work had gone into the projects funded by this grant, and final results were expected shortly.
2. Mill bus stop:  the Local Committee had met the previous week and the Parish Council’s question was tabled, but the reply had been less than satisfactory.  The developer had refused to take any action regarding reinstatement, saying that as the property was sold over a year ago, it is now nothing to do with him.  It was now up to the legal department at SCC to move this forward, but Cllr Hogben was determined that the parish council would push this to a conclusion.  In addition, the temporary bus stop is on private land and cannot stay there.

a)  Quarterly Newsletter:  this had been published and would be delivered during the week.  Members agreed that the A3 format was successful and easier to read.

a)  Farley Green Pond:  The Clerk had met with Land and Water and was awaiting their quotation.  She was asked to approach Ed Ball for a further quotation.  These would be tabled at the November meeting for a decision.
b)  Canadian War Memorial:  A working party had been agreed for 10am Saturday 17th October, and advertised in the newsletter.  The Clerk outlined the work to be done:  cut back trees and vegetation, remove gorse and trim heather, and re-define the V shaped path to the Memorial with gravel.  Michael Baxter had given permission for a bonfire.  Members were asked to assist if possible.

a)  Parish Liaison meeting 1st September:  the minutes from this meeting had been circulated.

b)  Parish Liaison meeting 29th September:  the Clerk reported that it had been a useful meeting, and that Sophie Tucker had been helpful and informative as always.  She had explained that the drill had now passed the half way stage and was now on schedule.  There was currently a noise problem, experienced by a lot of people around the site, which Star Energy acknowledged but could not identify.  Cllr Wenman had written to SCC regarding this and investigations continued.

	Albury Landfill site

A public exhibition in the Memorial Library, to be combined with site meetings for members of the public, had been arranged for Saturday 10th October.  ~The exhibition was scheduled to start at 10am and finish at 1pm, with site visits at 10.30 and 12.30.  This had been advertised in the newsletter and a separate flyer would be delivered to each house in the village in the next couple of days.  The Clerk would also put up posters.

	Village Hall

a) Conflict of bookings between History Society and Pilates class:  The Clerk advised that a Pilates booking clashed with the traditional Wednesday night History Society meeting.  The Pilates booking, if taken, would also result in a further regular booking for Tuesdays, thus bringing in an income of around £2,000 for the village hall.  Members agreed that this was necessary income for the village hall and should not be turned away.  Mrs Clarke (History Society Secretary) advised that if the History Society was obliged to move the day of their meeting they would lose at least 4 committee members.  The Clerk would speak to both parties to see if there could be a compromise on time.

	COUNCILLORS BUSINESS for noting or including on a future agenda, 

a) Saxon Church:  Cllr Hogben drew Members’ attention to the Big Draw on Saturday 10th October, led by artist in residence, Lisa Pettibone and involving the children at Shere and Tillingbourne schools.
b) Westonfields:  Cllr Robinson advised that a sign had been erected in Westonfields advising people not to park in the garage forecourt.  It was in the wrong place and was very intrusive.  In addition, a number of trees had been cut down on the vehicular approach to the recreation ground and he questioned how this could have been done without planning permission.

c) Hedges in Shophouse Lane:  Cllr Gellatly requested that SCC Highways now be involved in getting these cut back.

d) Bus stop opposite Drummond Arms:  Cllr Chapman reported that the seat is broken.

e) Church Lane:  Cllr Chapman complained about the speeding cars, and advised that these were always the same ones.  The Clerk would ask PC Sharpe to go and see her to discuss this.

f) MacMillan Coffee morning:  Cllr Chapman advised that she had raised £2,100 and was warmly congratulated.

g) Chase Jumble sale:  Cllr Chapman asked if the Parish Council would consider waiving the hiring fee for this.  Members expressed concern about the village hall’s financial situation.
